ploys twelve coordinators who help children and adults
with intellectual disabilities access services such as sup-
ported living, supported employment, personal assis-
tance, therapies and medical and dental care.

The Arc's Legal Advocacy Program aims to increase le-
gal representation for families in need of special educa-
tion-related legal services. To this end, the Legal Advo-
cacy Program conducted a full-day training program on
special education law in January of 2008. The training,
which was attended by nearly fifty lawyers, was designed
to promote education and awareness regarding special
education law, and to recruit lawyers to participate in The
Arc's pro bono program. Since January of 2008, four
families have been served through the pro bono pro-
gram; as of December of 2008, three of the four cases
had been resolved in favor of the families supported by
The Arc.
